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SNOW PLOWING INFORMATION
The Borough does not plow the streets from curb to curb or clear the
space around your mailbox. Residents should try to park their vehi-
cles off of the street to prevent your vehicle from being “plowed in”.
This is especially important if you live in a cul-de-sac. The plow will
make one pass through to open the street but will return to clear the
street. Please do not clear your driveway until after the plow truck
has finished and do not push or throw the snow back into the street.
As a reminder to all residents, the Borough does not plow St. Law-
rence Avenue or Oley Turnpike Road as these roads are state roads
and thus are plowed by Exeter Township under contract with the
state. If you see an unsafe condition on either of these roads please
report them to Exeter Township at 610-779-5660. If you see an unsafe
condition that needs attention on any of the Borough roads please
contact either Bill Daniels at 610-763-3544 or contact the Borough Of-
fice at 610-779-1430. All residents are reminded that by state law and
Borough Ordinance that your sidewalk must be cleared within 24
hours after the snow has stopped. Please do not shovel the snow
into the street as this may cause an unsafe condition. In addition
please be aware that children will be walking to and from bus
stops and if your sidewalk is not cleared children are forced
to walk in the street which is extremely dangerous no matter
where you live.

ORDINANCE #386 - SNOW REMOVAL
The owner, occupant, or tenant of every property fronting upon or
alongside of any of the streets of the Borough is required to remove
all snow and ice from sidewalks in front of their property for the entire
width of the sidewalk within 24 hours after said snow or ice has
ceased to fall.

Failure to comply could result in a $25 fine for the first offense,
$50 for the second offense and $100 for the third offense during the
Winter Season which runs from Nov to April.

STREET LIGHT OUTAGES

If you see any street light that is not functioning properly (stays lit or doesn’t
light) please call Borough Hall or online to Met-Ed at (https://
www.firstenergycorp.com/Met-Ed/index.html), click on the link to report a streetlight
outage, you must have the pole number.

The pole number is about 5’ -6’ from the
ground and consists of the following number se-
quence -five digits then a dash and then five more
digits. See the picture to the left.

The sooner you report any problem, the faster
the light will be repaired, it can take two months or
longer for a light to be repaired, we do not control
how rapidly Met-Ed responds to repair requests.
They send crews when they are available and some-
times they need to respond twice.

Borough employees do not always see that a light is out, so your reporting helps
everyone in the community.
