AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH
OF ST. LAWRENCE, BERKS COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, IMPOSING
SEWER RENTALS OR CHARGES FOR USE OF THE SEWER
SYSTEM TO BE OPERATED BY THE BOROUGH, AND FOR
TREATMENT OF WASTES DISCHARGED THERETO, UPON
OWNERS OF IMPROVED PROPERTY CONNECTED TO SUCH
SEWER SYSTEM; PROVIDING FOR COLLECTIONS AND FOR
FILING OF LIENS; REGULATING THE DISCHARGE OF
WASTEWATER AND NONDOMESTIC/INDUSTRIAL WASTES INTO
SUCH SEWER SYSTEM; AND ADOPTING CERTAIN RULES AND
REGULATIONS AND PROVIDING FOR ADOPTION OF ADDITIONAL
RULES AND REGULATIONS.

The Borough Council of the Borough of St. Lawrence, Berks County, Pennsylvania,
hereby repeals Ordinance No. 288 and any amendments thereto, and enacts and ordains the

following:

SECTION 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS

A.  PURPOSE AND POLICY

This Ordinance sets forth uniform requirements for direct and indirect contributors into
the wastewater collection system for the Borough of St. Lawrence (Borough) and enables
the Borough to comply with all applicable State and Federal laws required by the Clean
Water Act of 1977 and the General Pretreatment Regulations (40 CFR, Part 403), as
amended, and the Ordinances of the Township of Exeter (Township) sewage treatment

provider to the Borough.




The objectives of this Ordinance are:

° To prevent the introduction of pollutants into the St. Lawrence and Exeter
wastewater systems which will interfere with the operation of the systems or

contaminate the resulting bio-selids;

° To prevent the introduction of pollutants into the St. Lawrence and Exeter
wastewater systems which will pass through the systems, inadequately treated,
into receiving waters or the atmosphere, or otherwise be incompatible with the

systems;

® To improve the opportunity to recycle and reclaim wastewaters and: bio-solids

from the systems;

. To provide for fees for the equitable distribution of the cost of operation,
maintenance, and improvement of the St. Lawrence Borough wastewater

collection system;

¢ To protect collection system and treatment plant personnel who may be affected
by wastewater and bio-solids in the course of their employment and to protect the

general public; and

e To enable the Exeter Township Sewer Treatment Plant to comply with its NPDES
Permit conditions, bio-solids use and disposal requircments, and any other Federal

or State laws to which the publicly owned treatment works (POTW) is subject.

This Ordinance provides for the regulation of direct and indirect contributors to the
St. Lawrence Borough Sewer System. This ordinance authorizes the issuance of
wastewater discharge permits to certain Nondomestic/Industrial Users and through
enforcement of general requirements for the other Users, authorizes monitoring and

enforcement activities, requires User reporting, assumes that existing customer's capacity



will not be pre-empted, and provides for the setting of fees for the equitable distribution

of costs resulting from the program established herein.

This Ordinance shall apply to all Persons, Property Owners, Residents, and Dischargers
of sewage and sanitary wastewater in the Borough of St. Lawrence and to Persons outside
the Borough who are, by contract or agreement with the Borough, Users of the

St. Lawrence Borough Wastewater Sewer System.

Where dual responsibility or authority is indicated for St. Lawrence Borough and/or
- Exeter Township, such responsibility or authority applies only to issues involving the

Industrial Pretreatment program under 40 CFR 403.

Therefore, when such dual responsibility or authority is indicated either St. Lawrence
Borough or Exeter Township shall have the right to act in their individual capacities,
without the consent or joinder of the other being required, on any issues involving the

industrial pretreatment program under 40 CFR 403.

DEFINITIONS

Unless the context specifically indicates otherwise, the meaning of terms used in this

Ordinance shall be as follows:

1. "Act" or "the Act" shall mean the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, also
known as the Clean Water Act, as amended, Public Law 92-500, as amended,
33 U.S.C. 1251, et seq.

2, "Agency (Regulatory Agency)" shall mean any local, municipal, state, regional, or
Federal entity with jurisdiction over wastewater disposal or environmental matters

in the Borough of St. Lawrence service area.



"Ammonia Nitrogen (NH3-N) shall mean the quantity of elemental nitrogen
present in the form of ammonia as analyzed by the approved EPA method,

expressed in terms of mg/t,

"Approval Authority” means the Director of an NPDES state with an Approved
State Pretreatment Program and/or the Administrator of the EPA in a non-NPDES
state or NPDES state without an Approved State Pretreatment Program. On the
date of enactment of this Ordinance Pennsylvania does not have an' Approved
State Prefreatment Program. Note: NPDES State means a state with an EPA

approved NPDES Permit Program.

"Authority" shall mean the St. Lawrence Borough Authority, a Pennsylvania
Municipal Authority or, in appropriate cases, acting by and through its authorized

representatives,
"Authorized Representative of Nondomestic/Industrial User” shall mean:

a. In the case of a corporation, the president, secretary, treasurer, or vice
president of the corporation in charge of a principal business function, or
any other officer or person who performs similar policy making or
decision making functions for the corporation; or the manger of one or
meore manufacturing, production, or operation facilities, if authority to sign
documents has been assigned or delegated to the manager in accordance

with corporate procedures.

b.  In the case of a partnership or sole proprietorship, a general partner or

proprietor; or,

¢. A dulyauthorized representative of the individual designated above, if:

(i) The authorization specifies either an individual or a position
having responsibility for the overall operation of the facility from
which the Noﬁdomestic/lndusﬁial Discharge originates, such as the
position of plant manager, operator of a well, or well field
superintendent, or a position of equivalent responsibility, or having

overall responsibility for environmental matters for the company;
(i)  The authorization is in writing; and,

(iii) The written authorization is submitted to the Borough of

St. Lawrence.

"Billing Unit" means and includes, as applicable, a Domestic Waste User and a

Nondomestic/Industrial Waste User,

"BODs" (Biochemical Oxygen Demand) shall mean the quantity of oxygen,
expressed in mg/l, used in the biochemical oxidation of organic matter under
standard laboratory procedure for five (5) days at twenty degrees centigrade
(20° C). The standard laboratory procedure shall be the latest EPA-approved
method in the latest edition of “Standard Methods for the Examination of Water

and Sewage" published by the American Public Health Association.

"Borough" means the Borough of St. Lawrence, Berks County, Pennsylvania, a
Pennsylvania municipal corporation, acting by and through its Council, or in

appropriate cases, acting by and through its authorized representatives.

"Borough Engineer" means the consulting engineering firm appointed by the

Borough to provide professional engineering services.

"Borough Lateral" shall mean the extension of the Building Sewer from the

property line to the St. Lawrence Borough Sewer System.

"Borough/Township" shall mean the Borough or the Township acting in their
individual or joint capacities as concerﬁs issues involving the industrial
pretreatment program under 40 CFR 403. Provided, however, Borough shall not
have the right or authority to adopt and enforce regulations as concerns the
Industrial Pretreatment Program that are less stringent than those adopted by the

Township.

"Building Sewer" shall mean the extension of the building drain from the privately
owned Improved Property to the property line. The Building sewer shall be

owned and maintained by the Property Owner.
"Bypass" shall mean:

a. With regard to the pretreatment program, it shall mean the intentional
diversion of waste streams from any portion of a Nondomestic/Industrial

Users pretreatment facility.

b.  With regard to the metering of customers' water consumption or volume of
wastewater, it shall mean intentional diversion of flows prior to the water
meter when such flows are or may be ultimately discharged to the Sewer

System.

"Categorical Pretreatment Standard or Categorical Standard" means any
regulation containing pollutant discharge limits promulgated by the U.S. EPA in
accordance with Sections 307(b) and (¢} of the Act (33 U.S.C. 1317) which apply
to a specific category of users and which appear in 40 CFR Chapter],
Subchapter N, Parts 405-471,

"Chain-of-Custody" shall mean written documentation such as receipts and record
book entries to show the history of possession, custody and/or control of a sample

from collection through analysts.

"COD" (Chemical Oxygen Demand) means a measure of the oxygen-consuming
capacity of organic and inorganic matter present in wastewater. COD is expressed
in mg/L as the amount of oxygen consumed from a chemical oxidant during a

specific test.

"Color" of a Nondomestic/Industrial Waste shall mean the color of the light
transmitted by the waste solution after removing the suspended material, including

the pseudocolloidal particles.

"Chlorine Demand" shall mean the quantity of chlorine absorbed in water.
sewage, or other liquids, allowing a residual of 0.1 mg/l, after 15 minutes of
contact. The standard laboratory procedure shall be that found in the latest
approved edition of "Standard Methods for the Examination of Water and
Sewage"” published by the American Public Health Association.

"Collection Facilities”" shall mean the sewers, lift stations, and other St. Lawrence
Borough or St. Lawrence Authority facilities used to collect wasiewaters from
individual users within specific tributary districts and transport them to

conveyance facilities for transmission to the treatment plant for processing.

"Commercial User" shall mean a user who discharges domestic wastewater and
wastewater generated from preparation of or supplying commoditics and services
including but not limited to restaurants, car washes, gasoline stations, and

laundromats to the St. Lawrence Borough and Authority Sewer System.

"Composite Sample" shall mean a sample prepared by combining discrete samples

collected from the waste stream either at periodic time intervals or in proportion

to the waste stream flow, The frequency of discrete sample collection is a
function of variability of types of pollutant(s) concentration(s) and/or volume of

waste stream flow.,

"Control Authority" shall mean the "Approval Authority”, defined herein; or the
Borough of St. Lawrence and/or Exeter Township when Exeter Township has an

approved Pretreatment Program under the provisions of 40 CFR, 403.11.

"Conventional Wastewater Pollutants" shall mean pollutants so designated in
accordance with Section 304(a){4) of the Act as being effectively managed by
secondary treatment as defined by 40 CFR, Part 133.

"Conveyance Facilities" shall mean the interceptors, pumping stations, and other
St. Lawrence Borough or Authority facilities used to transport wastewater from
tributary districts to centralized areas for wastewater treatment in the Exeter

Sewage Treatment Plant.

"Cooling Water (Non-contact cooling water)" shall mean water used for cooling
which does not come into direct contact with any raw material, intermediate
product, waste product, or finished product, to which the only pollutant added is
heat, and which does not contain a level of contaminants detectably higher than

that of the source of the water.

"Daily Maximum" shall mean the maximum allowable discharge of a pollutant
during a calendar day. Where maximum limitations are expressed in units of
mass, the daily discharge is the total mass discharged over the course of a day.
Where daily maximum limitations are expressed in terms of concentration, the
daily discharge is the arithmetic average measurement of the pollutant derived

from all measurements taken that day.

‘Direct Discharge" shall mean the discharge of treated or untreated wastewater
directly to the waters of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania which may occur

through the Borough of St. Lawrence storm water conduits.

"Dissolved Solids" shall mean the anhydrous residues of the dissolved

constituents in water or wastewater.,

'"Domestic Waste" shall mean the normal water-carried household and toilet
wastes from residences, business buildings, institutions, and industrial

establishiments.

"Domestic Waste User" (Dwelling Unit, Residential Unit) shall mean any room,
group of rooms, house trailer, or other enclosure occupied or intended for
occupancy as separate living quarters by a family or other group of persons living

together, or by a person living alone.

"Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)Y' shall mean the United States
Environmental Protection Agency, or where appropriate, the term may also be
used as a designation for the Administrator or other duly authorized official of

said agency.

"Equivalent Dwelling Unit (EDU)" shall mean the quantity of flow which is
equivalent to the average amount of water, as fixed by the Borough from time to
time, consumed by a single Residential Unit served by the St. Lawrence Borough

and Authority Sewer System.

"Exeter Township Wastewater Management System" shall mean all components.
piping, valving, equipment, structures, conveyance facilities, collection facilities,
and other sewerage facilities administered by Exeter Township for purposes of

wastewater collection, conveyance, and/or treatment.

"Extrancous Water" shall mean any water that is not classified as wastewater per
this ordinance. (i.e. stormwater, groundwater or surface water), I
"Flashpoint" shall mean the temperature at which a liquid or volatile solid gives
off vapor sufficient to form an ignitable mixture with the air near the surface of
the liquid or within the test vessel. Flashpoint is determined by the test methods
set out in 40 CFR §261.21.

"Garbage" shall mean solid waste resulting from the domestic and commercial
preparation, cooking and dispensing of food, and from handling, storage, and sale

of produce.

"Grab Sample" shall mean an individual discrete sample collected from a waste

stream taken at neither set time nor set flow.

"Ground Garbage" shall mean garbage that has been shredded to such a degree
that all its particles will be carried freely under normal sewer flow conditions,

with no particle greater than one-quarter inch (1/4") in any dimension.

"Groundwater" shall mean the water contained in interconnected pores located

below the water table in a confined or unconfined aquifer.

"Hazardous Pollutants" shall mean substances so defined pursuant to criteria

gstablished within Section 311 of the Act.

"Holding Tank" shall mean a watertight receptacle which receives and retains
sewage and is designed and constructed to facilitate ultimate disposal of the
sewage at another site. As used herein, holding tank shall be restricted to that type

in which sewage is conveyed to it by a water-carrying system.

"Holding Tank Waste" shall mean any waste from holding tanks such as vessels,
chemical toilets, campers, ftrailers, septic tanks, vacuum-pump tank trucks, or

trucked or hauled pollutants and/or sludges and or bio-solids.

"Improved Property” shall mean any property within the Borough upon which
there is erected a structure intended for continuous or periodic habitation,
occupancy or use by human beings or animals, and from which structure

Domestic Wastes or Nondomestic Wastes or Industrial Wastes shall be or may be

discharged.

"Indirect Discharge or Discharge" shall mean the discharge or the introduction of
non-domestic pollutants from any source regulated under Section 307(b) or (c) of

the Act (33 U.S.C. 1317), into the POTW (including holding tank waste

discharged into the system).

"Industrial Establishment" shall mean any improved property used, in whole or in
part, for manufacturing, processing, cleaning, laundering, or assembling any
product, commodity or article; or from which any process waste, as distinct from

Domestic Waste, shall be discharged.

"Industrial User" shall mean a source of discharge of wastewater to the
St. Lawrence Borough or Authority Sewer System from a premises used by an

Industrial Establishment partially or entirely for industrial purposes.

"Industrial Waste Discharge Permit" shall mean a permit issued to an Industrial
User by St. Lawrence Borough/Exeter Township to deposit or discharge liquid

industrial wastes into any Sewer operated by the Borough and Authority.
"Industrial Wastewater (Waste)" shall mean the liquid or water-borne wastes from

industrial or manufacturing processes. Unless specifically stated otherwise, this

term shall not include Sewage or Sanitary Wastewater components.

"Infiltration" shall mean the extraneous water entering a sewer system and service
connections from the ground, through such means as, but not limited to, defective
pipes, pipe joints, connections and/or manhole walls. Infiltration does not

include, and is distingunished from, inflow.

"Inflow" shall mean the water discarded into a sewer system and service
connections from such sources as, but not limited to, roof leaders, cellar, yard, and
area drains, foundation drains, cooling water discharges, drains from springs and
swampy areas, manhole covers, cross connections from storm sewers and
combined sewers, catch basins, storm waters, surface runoff, street wash waters,
swimming pools or drainage. Inflow does not include, and is distinguished from,

infiliration.

"Interference” shall mean a discharge, alone or in conjunction with, a discharge or

discharges from other sources, which:

a. Inhibits or dismupts the Exeter Township Sewage Treatment Plant, its
treatment processes, operations or maintenance activities, or its bio-solids

and resultant ash processes, use, reuse, recycling, or disposal; and,

b.  Is a cause of a violation of any requirement of Exeter's or the Borough's
operating permits (including an increase in the magnitude or duration of a
violation) or of the prevention of sewage bio-solids use, recycling or reuse
or disposal in compliance with the following statutory provisions and
regulations or permits issued thereunder (or more str'ingent State or local
statutes and/or regulations): Section 405 of the Clean Water Act; the Solid
Waste Disposal Act (SWDA) (including Title Il more commonly referred
to as the Resource Conservation and Recovéry Act (RCRA), and including
any applicable Commonwealth of Pennsylvania regulations contained in

any bio-solids management plan prepared pursuant to Subtitle D of the

SWDA) the Clean Air Act; the Toxic Substances Control Act; and the

Marine Protection, Research, and Sanctuaries Act.

"Manhole" shall mean a shaft or chamber leading from the surface of the ground

to a sewer; large enough to enable a man to gain access to the sewer.

"Mass Loading" shall mean the mass of pollutant(s) discharged from a User's
connection with respect to either time, or in cases of certain

Nondomestic/Industrial Users, in terms of characteristic production units.

"May" is permissive; "shall" is mandatory.

"mg/l" shall mean milligrams per liter and is equivalent to parts per million (ppm)

by weight.

Medical Waste" shall mean isolation wastes, infectious agents, human blood and
blood products, pathological wastes, sharps, body parts, contaminated bedding,

surgical wastes, potentially contaminated laboratory wastes, and dialysis wastes.

"Metered Nonresidential Customer" shall mean all customers not classified as a

Residential Customer.

"Metered Residential Customers” shall mean a customer who has a single family

residential facility connected to the Sewer System.

"Minimum Sewer Rental or Charge" shall mean a charge for a minimum volume
of water consumption or metered waste discharge which shall be applied to all
customers, and which will cover the Borough's costs associated with

administration of service to each customer.

"Mobile Home Park" shall mean any improved property which has four {(4) or
more mobile home units connected to the Sewer System through one or more

sewer connections.

"Monthly Average" shall mean the arithmetic mean of the values for effluent

samples collected over a 30-day period.

"Multiple Dwelling Customer" shall mean any Improved Propeity containing four
(4) or more dwelling units which are connected to the Sewer System through one
or more sewer connections, The term Multiple Dwelling Customer shall include

Mobile Home Park.

"Multiple Unit" shall mean any Improved Property in which shall be located more
than one Billing Unit.

"National Categorical Pretreatment Standards (Pretreatment Standards,
Categorical Standards)" shall mean any regulation containing pollutant discharge
limits promulgated by EPA in accordance with Sections 307(b) and 307(c) of the
Act (33 U.S.C. §1317) which applies to a specific category of Industrial Users and
pretreatment standards as published in 40 CFR Parts 405-471.

"National Prohibitive Discharge Standards (Prohibitive Discharge Standards,
General Pretreatment Regulations)" shall mean any regulation containing
pollutant discharge limits promulgated by the EPA under the authority of
Section 307(b) of the Act and as published in 40 CFR Parts 403.5.

"National Standards (National Pretreatment Standards, Pretreatment Standard,
Standard)" shall mean the coliective system of National Categorical Pretreatment
Standards and National Prohibitive Discharge Standards as published in 40 CFR
Parts 401-471.

"Natural Outlet" shall mean any outlet into a watercourse, pond, ditch, lake, other

body of surface, or groundwater.

"New Source" shall mean:

Any building, structure, facility, or installation from which there is or may

be a discharge of pollutants, the construction of which commenced after

the publication of proposed Pretreatment Standards under Section 307(c)

of the Act which will be applicable to such source if such Standards are

thereafter promulgated in accordance with that Section, provided that:

The building, structure, facility, or installation is constructed at a

site where no other source is located; or,

The building, structure, facility, or installation totally replaces the
process or production equipment that causes the discharge of

pollutants at an existing source; or,

The production or wastewater generating processes of the building,
structure, facility, or installation are substantially independent of an
existing source at the same site. In determining whether these are
substantially independent, factors such as the extent to which the
new facility is integrated with the existing plant, and the extent to
which the new facility is engaged in the same general type of

activity as the existing source should be considered.

Construction on a site at which an existing source is located results in a

modification rather than a new source if the construction does not create a

new building, structure, facility, or installation meeting the criteria of

Paragraphs (a)(ii) and (a)(iii) of this paragraph, but, otherwise alters,

replaces, or adds to existing process or production equipment.

(1) Any placement, assembly, or installation of facilities or

equipment; or,

(2) Significant site preparation work including clearing,
excavation, or removals of existing buildings, structures, or
facilities which is necessary for the placement, assembly, or

installation of new source facilities or equipment; or,

Entered into a binding contractual obligation for the purchase of
facilities or equipment which are intended to be used in its

operation within a reasonable time.

Options to purchase or confracts which can be terminated or
modified without substantial loss, and contracts for feasibility,
engineering, and design studies do not constitute a coniractual

obligation under this paragraph.

"National Pollution Discharge Elimination System Permit (NPDES Permit) shall

mean a permit issued to Exeter Township pursuant to Section 402 of the Act

(33 U.S.C. §1342).

"Nondomestic Source" shall mean a source of Wastewater which contains

pollutants other than Sanitary Wastewater.
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
